SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

AUTHORITY:  The event is a closed to club Motorkhana conducted under the International Sporting Code of the F.I.A., the National Competition Rules (NCR) of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Ltd. (CAMS), the National Motorkhana Code, these Supplementary Regulations, and any further Regulations that may be issued.  The event will be conducted under and in accordance with the CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found at www.cams.com.au
CAMS Permit Number for the event is 311/0105/04.
PROMOTER/ORGANISER:  The promoter and organiser of the event is the Maffra & District Car Club Incorporated, P.O. Box 139, Maffra, 3860.  Telephone: 0431 846 137.
VENUE:  Boisdale Hillclimb Track, 239 Boisdale-Newry Road Boisdale VIC.  The surface is gravel.

ENTRIES:  The event is open to financial members of the Maffra & District Car Club Inc and who are holders of a CAMS Level 2NS licence (or higher).  Entries open on Thursday, 14th April 2011 and will close at 9.30 a.m on Sunday, 1st May 2011.  The entry fee is $10 for both senior and junior drivers.  All cheques and money orders should be made payable to the Maffra & District Car Club Incorporated.  The entry form should be completed in full, accompanied by the entry fee, and lodged with the Event Secretary on the day.  Current Club Membership cards, CAMS Licence, Competition Record (if issued) and CAMS Log Book (if issued) must be presented when booking in.  Personal Accident Insurance cover is provided as per Appendix I of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.  Maximum number of entries is 50, accepted in order of receipt.  The promoter reserves the right to refuse entries in accordance with NCR 83.
SCRUTINY:  Scrutiny will be at the venue between 9.00 a.m and 10.00 a.m.  All cars must comply with CAMS Group 4H and General Requirements for Cars and Drivers, Schedule A requirements as stated in the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.  All cars must be presented for scrutiny in a clean and tidy condition.  All cars must be adequately muffled to comply with CAMS noise emission requirements.  The drivers name should be displayed on both sides of the car during competition. Fuel shall be in accordance with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual.
TYRES & MUDFLAPS:  To be eligible for production car classes, tyres shall be as would normally be fitted by manufacturers to two wheel drive road cars.  Winter tread, bar tread, mud & snow, rally or hand cut tyres are permissible, however where they are fitted these cars will be classified as a Special.  The decision of the Clerk of Course on the eligibility of any tyres will be final.  All cars fitted with winter tread, bar tread, mud & snow, rally or hand cut tyres must have mudflaps fitted to cover all driven wheels.  These mudflaps must be of a suitable rigid material and completely obscure the tyre profile to within 80 mm of the ground.  It is strongly encouraged that all other cars be fitted with effective mudflaps.
DRIVER SAFETY:  All participants are required to wear apparel that complies with Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport whilst competing.
SCHEDULE:  Competitors should aim to arrive at the venue by no later than 9.15 am.  A compulsory drivers briefing will commence at 10.00 am in the kiosk area.  Competition is expected to commence at approximately 10.15 a.m.
TIMING:  Timing is by hand held stop watches, one to be used as main time and others to provide back up time.  The time keeper(s) will be a Judge of Fact for this event.  Re-runs may be permitted at the absolute discretion of the Clerk of Course, but will not be permitted for mechanical breakdowns or driver error.
COMPETITION & PENALTIES:  Tests will be chosen from the CAMS Motorkhana Test Booklet and will be supplied to all competitors prior to the commencement of competition.  A minimum number of 4 and a maximum number of 10 tests will be conducted.  Placings will be decided on the aggregate of elapsed times on the tests completed, plus any penalties.  The winner/s will be the driver/s having the lowest aggregate, including any penalties, at the completion of competition.  Penalties will be applied as per the CAMS National Motorkhana Code with the exception that ‘slowest time plus five (5) seconds’ will be calculated as follows:

JUNIORS  The penalty of ‘slowest time plus five (5) seconds’ shall be calculated by adding five seconds to the slowest time recorded by the Junior driver who completes the course correctly, which then becomes the time for the penalised driver in lieu of that which the competitor recorded.

SENIORS  The penalty of ‘slowest time plus five (5) seconds’ shall be calculated by adding five seconds to the slowest time recorded by the driver (excluding all Juniors) who completes the course correctly, which then becomes the time for the penalised driver in lieu of that which the competitor recorded.

A trophy, certificate or award will be presented to the winner of each class.  The Clerk of Course reserves the right to reclassify cars at his discretion.  

Production Cars are defined in Group 4H of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.

Specials are defined in the following manner:

1) Purpose built vehicles as defined in CAMS Group 4H (3.1).

2) Production based vehicles that have been significantly lightened (the Clerk of Course's decision will be final).

3) Production based vehicles fitted with "fiddle" brakes.

4) Production based vehicles fitted with a foot brake which operates on the rear wheels only.

5) Production based vehicles which might otherwise be acceptable in a “Production Cars” class but which are fitted with winter tread, bar tread, mud & snow, rally or hand cut tyres.

Specials, except those defined in paragraph 5 (above), must be fitted with rollover protection in accordance with Schedule J of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.  

ABANDONMENT:  If necessary, abandonment, postponement or cancellation will be in accordance with NCR 59.
PROTESTS:  Protests must be lodged in accordance with Part XII of the NCRs.
ANTI DOPING POLICY: During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.   Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.   Refer NCR 145A of the current CAMS Manual.  In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s).   The CAMS Anti Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such.  In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Anti Doping Policy conflict, the CAMS Anti Doping Policy will take precedence.
